To say the date in Spanish we always start with the day of the week if needed, the word el followed by the number of the day in the month.  Next comes de and then the month.  Example:  Monday, September 16 in Spanish would be Lunes, el dieciséis de septiembre.

When writing the date in numerals the Europeans always write the day of the month first and then the month.  September 16 would be 16/09.

The days and the months are not capitalized unless they are at the beginning of a sentence.

The Spanish calendar always starts on Monday, keeping the weekend and Sunday as the last day of the week and as a day of rest.  This is the way the bible says.  The Spanish people are very religious and therefore keep to the bible teachings.

To say the first of any month we use the word primero.  El primero de marzo.
