Classroom Expectations

Mrs. Medina’s Spanish Class

I am so glad that you have chosen to study Spanish.  I know we will have a fun year.

1. You are expected to come to class prepared.  This means you will have your Spanish book, your Spanish notebook (including your packet, más práctica, and blank paper), and a pen and pencil.  This will be part of your participation grade.

2. You are expected to enter class quietly without interrupting the class if you are late.  If you are late more than 3 times, you will serve a lunch detention.  If you receive a second 3 tardies you will have an afternoon detention assigned.  There will be an office referral if you are tardy again in one quarter.

3. I will give each student 4 passes to leave the room per quarter.  Unless there is an emergency no other passes will be given.  The students can return any unused passes for 10 extra credit participation points at the end of each quarter.

4. All tests except finals may be made up within 5 school days after the grades appear on zangle.

5.   The use of online translators will be considered academic dishonesty, cheating.  These translators are rarely accurate and I can easily tell when a student uses one.  The student will receive a 0 on the activity for cheating.  I also consider coping, or letting someone else copy your work on either homework, a quiz or a test, as well as talking before all tests or quizzes are in and wandering eyes during a quiz or a test as cheating.  These actions will also mean a 0 on that activity with no chance of a make up.
6. Make up work will be found on Quia (an internet site).  Make up work due to EXCUSED absences ONLY will be accepted up to the number of excused absent days as dictated by school policy.  I will not remind or ask students for this work.  It is their responsibility to turn the work in on time.  A 0 No credit notation will go into the grade book for the assignment and will remain there if I do not receive it within that time frame.  The student will need to check posted lesson plans on Quia to see what must made up and see me before the assignment is due if assistance is required.  Quia can be accessed by going to the Doherty School Web page; go to “Departments” and then click on “Foreign Language Department”, click on my picture, and finally click on Spanish 1/2 Web page.

7. I will be available before school after 7 am, during A & E after school or by appointment for make up tests or extra help.  You may also e-mail me or write me a note that I will answer the next day if necessary.

8. I will post grades every Tuesday or Wednesday and once a month send a note home with all students with a D or F which will need a parent signature and be returned to me for a homework grade.  You are expected to check these grades and inform me of any necessary corrections by the next time grades are posted.

9. I will give a little official homework. I will expect you to spend to spend 15 minutes studying Vocabulary or Grammar Rules every night.
