DEFINIDOS Y INDEFINIDOS

All nouns in Spanish are either masculine or feminine.  They also have a definite article (el, la, los or las) or indefinite article (un, una, unos, unas) in front of them.  Most nouns in Spanish that end in o are masculine, singular.  They have el or un in front of them.  El means the, and un means a or one.  Most nouns that end in an a are feminine.  They have la or una in front of them.  All words ending in anything but an o or an a have to have the el or la memorized with the word  (el señor for example).  To make masculine nouns plural you change the el to los, the un to unos and add an s to the noun. To make feminine nouns plural change the la to las, the una to unas and add an s. Unos, unas means some.  El libro, la chica, los libros, las chicas.  If the noun ends in a consonant we add  es to it (el señor changes to los señores).  If there is one male in the group that we are talking about the masculine form of the word is used.  In Spanish unlike in English when we talk about something in general (food, music for example) a definite article is used (la comida, la musíca, los deportes).  Los is also used in front of the days of the week to say on (los lunes – on Mondays).
