  The direct object pronouns take the place of direct objects.  Direct objects answer who or what does, subject and then the verb.  She buys the neckless.  Ask who or what does she buy ? to find the direct object.  The neckless is the direct object.  Instead of saying the neckless all the time we can say it, so the direct object pronoun is it (lo if masculine, la if feminine in Spanish).

The direct object pronouns are :

While the direct object is found after the conjugated verb, the direct object pronouns are found like all pronouns, in front of a conjugated verb or, if there is an infinitive in the sentence, attached to the infinitive.
