Fashion Blurb/Column

Write a blurb using at least 12 sentences for the newspaper you work for as a fashion reporter.  You may use power point, a poster, a video, a tape recorder, present it like a book or in any way you would like.  You must include the following information long with a picture of your model wearing the clothes you describe.

· You must mention at least 4 items your model is wearing including a color for each clothing item in your column

· You must tell the model’s name

· You must tell where the model is from

· You must tell if the model lives in a house or an apartment

· 1 sentence using llevar, an item of clothing and a color  (She is wearing a red dress)

· 1 sentence telling the cost of an item and a color (The red dress costs 40 pesos)

· 1 sentence using an item of clothing a form of ser and a color  (The jacket is white)

· 1 sentence describing the model using ser and 2 adjectives (She is tall and pretty)

· 1 sentence describing what the model is not like using 2 adjectives (She is not fat and stupid)

· 1 sentence mentioning something the model likes or likes to do (She likes to dance or She likes tacos)

· 1 sentence telling one thing the model does not like or like to do (She does not like to read or She does not like jeans)

· Tell where the model wears the clothes  (She wears the dress to a party)

· Tell something you like or don’t like (I don’t like the dress or I like the dress)
