             Los Apuntes de Gusta/ Gustan 

A mi, me gusta means I like, or it is pleasing to me. A ti, te gusta means you like or it is pleasing to you when you are talking to a friend. A él ( or a boy’s name) , le gusta means he likes or it is pleasing to him. A ella (or a girl’s name ), le gusta means she likes or it is pleasing to her. A usted, le gusta means you like or it is pleasing to you when you are being polite. A nosotros, nos gusta means we like or it is pleasing to us.  Os gusta means you all like (friends), or it is pleasing to you all.  A ellos (boys), a ellas (girls), les gusta means they like or it is pleasing to them.  A ustedes, les gusta means you all (polite) like or it is pleasing to you all.  

     The word following gusta is singular or an infinative. 

     You usually do not say the a mi, a ti, a el, a ella or a usted, a nosotros, a vosotros, a ellos, a ellas, a ustedes unless you want to stress or emphasize who is doing the liking. The a mi, a tí, a él, a ella, a usted, a nosotros, a vosotros, a ellos, a ellas, a ustedes is placed at the beginning or at the end of the sentence.

       If the word following gusta is plural gusta changes to gustan which means they are pleasing instead of it is pleasing . 

     Me gusta el chico a mi means I like the boy. The boy is pleasing to me. Me gustan los chicos mean I like the boys. The boys are pleasing to me. 

     Te gusta comer tacos means you like to eat tacos. You like eating tacos.  Eating tacos is pleasing to you. A ti te gustan tacos means you like tacos. Tacos are pleasing to you. 

     Le gusta jugar tenis. He, she , or you like to play tennis. He, she or you (p) like playing tennis. Playing tennis is pleasing to him, her or you ( polite)

Le gusta el tenis. He, she or you (p) like tennis. Tennis is pleasing to him, her or you (polite). 

     To make a question you simply put question marks around the sentence or put ¿ Qué in front.You add what is liked at the end. Make sure that if te or le ( meaning you (polite)) is used in the question me is used in the answer.

¿Qué te gusta el taco or la fajita ?

     To say doesn’t  or don’t like simply place a no in front of the me, te , or le, nos, os, les. No me gustan tacos. I don’t like tacos, Tacos are not pleasing to me. ¿ No te gusta baliar? Don’t you (f) like to dance? Don’t you like dancing ? Dancing is not pleasing to you (f).

A Ana no le gustan los libros means Ana doesn’t like the books. The books are not pleasing to Ana.
