Los Apuntes de Subject Pronouns

Subject pronouns are understood by the ending of the verb and do not HAVE to be used. The vosotros form is used only in writing today.

When you have a compound subject with someone and yo use the nosotros form of the verb. With someone and usted or tú use the ustedes form of the verb. If someone and él, ella or usted is used, use the ellos, ellas form of the verb.

If 1 name or a singular noun (a word with el, la, un or una in front of it) is used the él or ella form of the verb is used. If 2 names or a plural noun (a word with los, las, or unos, unas in front of it) is used the ellos or ellas form of the verb is used.

Marta y yo (=we=nosotros) hablamos

Luis y tú (=you all=ustedes) hablan

Luis y Ana (=they=ellas) hablan

La chica (=she=ella) habla

Paco (=he=él) habla

Los amigos (=they=ellos) hablan

Amanda y ella (=they=ellas) hablan
