afirmativas y negativas
Las palabras afirmativas

These words are used before a noun and after an affirmative verb.  Algo (something), alquien (someone), siempre (always),  algún/algúno (some), también (also).  Algún is used when there is a masculine singular verb following it and algúno is used all by itself.  Algúno changes to agree with the noun that follows both in number and gender.  For example alguna chica, algunos libros, algunas clases.

Las palabras negativas 

These words are used before a noun and after a negative verb.  Nada (nothing), nadie (noone), ningún/ninguno (none, not any), nunca (never), tampoco (neither, either).  In other words a double negative is used in Spanish.  These words can go before the verb and then the no to make the verb negative is eliminated.  Nadie come tacos en la mañana  or no come nadie for example.  Ninguno acts like alugno and is always followed by a noun.  It also changes to agree with the noun both in number and gender.  Ningún is use by itself.
