Remember the first possessive adjective in the first column is used in front of singular nouns and the second is used in front of plural nouns that are being possessed.   These possessive adjectives replace the definite or indefinite articles.  The possessive in the second column is used after the noun that is being possessed with the definite or indefinite articles at the beginning.  All the articles, nouns and the possessives agree in gender and noun.  The third column, the de expressions, tell who is doing the owning and do not change at all to agree with the noun being possessed.  

You can also use the possessives in the second column but leave out the noun or item being possessed to say mine el mío for a singular masculine item, yours la tuya for singular feminine item, los nuestros for ours for a masculine plural item and las vuestras for a feminine plural item.
