To make numbers with tens and units like 54 in Spanish you say the tens number add the word and (y) and then the units number.  54 is cincuenta y cuatro.

The teens are irregular and need to be memorized.

The numbers 21, 22, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27, 28, and 29 are irregular.  Because it is difficult to add a y after veinte when talking, the Spanish change the e to i and and combine with the units numbers.  22 is veintidós, 23 is veintitrés, 26 is veintiséis.

To say a number with hundreds you change cien to ciento add the tens number follow it with y and finish with the units.  172 is ciento  setenta y dos.  The teens (11, 12, 13, 14, 15) are considered a unit and do not receive the y before them 112 is ciento doce.  If you have more than one hundred you put the number of hundreds first, followed by cientos (because hundred is now plural and the rest of the number.  200 is doscientos, 500 is quinientos, 700 is setecientos, 900 is novecientos.

Mil (one thousand) is never made plural so 2,000 is dos mil.
