Indirect Object Pronouns

The indirect object pronoun is who gets the direct object.  To find it you ask to whom does the subject the verb and then thedirect object.  The women give the homeless man the money.  To whom does the women (subejct) give (verb) the money (direct object)?  Therefore the homeless man is the indirect object.

Just like refelxive and direct object pronouns these indirect object pronouns go in front of a conjugated verb or if there is one in the sentence they may be attached to an infinitive.

Yo le voy a dar el dinero a él or Yo voy a darle el

dinero a él both mean I am giong to give him

the money.

To have an indirect object there is always a

direct object pronoun.  The indirect object le

pronoun changes to se if you use both the direct

and indirect object pronouns with the indirect

object pronoun going before the direct object

pronoun.  Yo se lo voy a dar or Yo voy a darselo

both mean I am going to give it to him.

To emphasize the indirect object pronoun you

use the same expressions as were used to

emphasize with the verb gustar (a mí, a ti, a él,

a ella, a usted, a name, a singular noun, a

nosotros, a vosotros, a ellos, a ellas, a ustedes,

a name a second name, a plural noun).
