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1) Required Materials

c. Page, Problems

7. Homework corrections must be done in red pen.

8. All collected assignments are expected to be complete and correct.
9. Check the answers in the back of the book.  If correct, mark it as such.
NO CREDIT IS GIVEN IF THIS IS NOT DONE.
10. Keep up with daily assignments to prevent getting behind and frustrated.

11. All homework assignments are posted on the website.
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4)  EVALUATION/GRADES
A.  Quizzes

1.  Can be announced or unannounced. 

2.  Cover only a few sections of material.
B.  Tests

1.  Always announced at least 1-2 days in advanced.

2.  Cover a whole chapter or a major portion of a chapter.

3.  Pencil work is mandatory; showing all work is mandatory.

C.  Grades
1. Grades will be calculated on a Total Points basis.
    (Points earned/Total points possible)
2.  Grades consist of homework, quizzes, and tests.

3.  Each quarter counts for 40% of the semester grade.
The semester exam counts for 20% of the semester grade.

4.  Grades will be updated at least once per week.  Check your progress on the web.

5)   ATTENDANCE
Avoid being absent.  It is very difficult to makeup what was missed in class.  If you are absent, see me outside of class to get notes.

A. Do not be tardy.  Three tardies will result in detention.
