A: Who is the Nurse?

400 - The reason Tybalt doesn't confront Romeo at the party

A: What is because Capulet forbids him to do so?
Act II

100 - The word that completes Romeo's line, "It is the East, and Juliet is the ________ "

A: What is “sun”?

200 - The means by which Juliet recognizes Romeo in her courtyard 

A: What is his voice?

300 - We first see him gathering herbs and flowers

A: Who is Friar Lawrence?

400 - Tybalt's response (the next day) to Romeo's crashing the Capulet party

A: What is challenging Romeo to a duel?
Act III

100 – The Prince's punishment of Romeo for killing Tybalt


A: What is banishment?

200 - Romeo's role in Mercutio's death
A: What is Mercutio was stabbed under his arm when he tried to break up the fight?
300 - The object Juliet tells the nurse to give to Romeo that is a token of Juliet's forgiveness for the death of Tybalt

A: What is a ring?

400 – What advice does the Nurse give Juliet at the end of Act III that Juliet does not follow?


A: What is that Juliet forget about Romeo and marry Paris?
Act IV

100 - The plan for Juliet to escape marrying Paris 
A: What is taking a sleeping potion that will make people believe she is dead? 
200 - The person who finds Juliet “dead” (when she isn’t really)

A: Who is the Nurse?
300 - The suspicion Juliet has as she takes the sleeping potion 
A: What is that Friar Lawrence may be trying to poison her to cover up the fact that he married Romeo and Juliet? 
400 - The change in Paris & Juliet’s wedding that causes a problem for the Friar’s plan

A: What is Capulet moves up the wedding one day? 
Act V

100 - The name of Romeo's servant, who tells him of the "death" of Juliet 

A: Who is Balthasar?
200 – The person who gets to Juliet’s tomb first the night she awakens


A: Who is Paris?

300 - The way Juliet learns that Romeo died only minutes before she awoke 

A: What is because Romeo's lips are still warm when she kisses him? 
400 - The reason Friar Lawrence runs off and leaves Juliet alone in the tomb
A: What is because he hears the watchmen coming?
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
