CALLIGRAPHY
Chinese painters often wrote poetry on their works.  They used a brush and ink to write beautiful characters called calligraphy.  Calligraphy is the art of writing.  Calligraphy is not the same as handwriting; each letter of the alphabet is formed one stroke at a time.  The key to achieve the thick and thin calligraphic style of letters is the angle at which the pen is held.  This must be a constant angle, usually between 30 and 40 degrees.  Calligraphy continues to flourish today in the forms of wedding and event invitations.
