JANUARY 2011 Calendar for China (Chapters 7 & 12)
Early Chinese society had three main social classes: aristocrats, farmers and merchants.  The family was the basis of Chinese society.  During a time of disorder, three new philosophies developed in China: Confucianism, Daoism, and Legalism (p.239).  These Philosophies grew out of the need for order.  During this unit, students will gain an understanding of how the philosophies of Confucianism, Daoism, and Legalism are alike and different, as well as how early Chinese society influenced historical periods.
