CONTRACT PROJECT – FLOWER PARTS & FERTILIZATION

You may work alone, or with a partner from the same period.  If you work with someone, make sure you are able to get together with that person and that you compliment each other. 

•
OBJECTIVES:
1) To demonstrate your knowledge of flower parts & the fertilization process.



2) Complete the requirements for a contract grade of a C, B, or A.

• 
For a C, you must (1)correctly & accurately identify the following parts of a flower, (2)state a common pollinator, & (3)list the steps of the flower’s fertilization.

For a B, you must complete level C in 3-D form & give a description and/or function of each flower part. 

•
For an A, you must complete level B and your project must be interactive in some way.  It must show the role of the pollinator & process of pollination.  It must accurately depict the fertilization process that leads to a viable seed.  This can be accomplished with a moving model, step by step illustrations and/or directions.  Use your imagination!  You may use a storybook or board, flip chart, video, PowerPoint etc….

**
ALL PROJECTS MUST HAVE THE FOLLOWING 3 ITEMS:


1)  Title:  Use your imagination – you must however name the flower you chose.


2)  Name Tag:  Your model must be accompanied with the name(s) and period # of each person who worked on it.  


example:  Jane Doe, Period X3/4 


3)  One Flower Parts & Fertilization Grading Sheet must be completed with name(s) and period of the student(s) who worked on the project.  The contract grade you are working for must also be circled.  This form must then somehow be attached to your project, so that grading can be completed.

•
Possible materials:  clay, plaster of paris, styrofoam, paper mache', household items - such as buttons, screws, cotton balls, pipe cleaners, yarn, candy, cereal, etc..
