COURSE TITLE: Anatomy And Physiology-2011-2012
COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course gives students an understanding of the structure and functions of the human body.  Topics covered include the study of tissues, the nervous, circulatory, muscular, skeletal, respiratory, digestive, excretory, endocrine, and reproductive systems and the body as a whole.  Students participate in detailed labs and dissections, do outside reading, and observe, analyze and interpret information.  Outside reading and memorization of anatomy terms are required.  Field trips enhance topics of study.

1)  Required materials


A.  Spiral notebook for note taking


B.  Pen or pencil & flash drive for computer use

2)  Classroom policy & procedures

4)  Evaluation/grades


A.  Each quarter your grade is determined by the total accumulated points you receive 
from the following:


B.  TESTS‑ always announced, usually worth 100 points, a review sheet is given at the 
end of the unit.


C.  QUIZZES ‑ usually announced but not always, covers notes, labs, readings.

            D.  LABS AND DISSECTIONS ‑ In this class, some units have few labs whereas other 
units have many labs.  All labs are graded and returned.

E.  Quia quizzes are assigned online to assist with understanding the text.  These are graded, students have 3 attempts to improve their grade.


F.  Some units have articles with questions to be answered.


G.  Two Semester exams are given. One covering the first semester's material, the second 
covering the second semester's material.


H.  For SENIORS to place out of the second semester exam they must have at least a 
90% average between 3rd and 4th quarter.


I.  Each quarter is worth 40% and the semester exam is worth 20%.

5)  Attendance/absence


A.  It is the students responsibility  to make-up any work due to absence.  It is important


to see the teacher for assignments missed.


B.  Lab partners can assist in giving make-up class notes.


C.  All work must be made up within a reasonable amount of time depending upon the


length of absence.
