Course Description: 
This course covers basic macro and micro-economic concepts as outlined in the New Hampshire Curriculum Frameworks.  Areas of study include scarcity, economic systems, demand, supply and price, business structures, market types, economic stability, international trade, banking and the Federal Reserve System, and monetary and fiscal policy.  Additionally, students will be instructed on matters of personal finances. Along with traditional classroom work there will be many projects and simulations done in small groups and individually.

2. Students will understand that the free market operates because of the interaction between competition, the price system, the profit incentive, private property and the role of government.

5.  Students will understand that the world’s economic systems impact the American economy.

The Final Semester Grade is based on 40% for each quarter and 20% on the final exam.

Homework and Class Work will be graded on a scale of 0-10. A score of ZERO will be given 

for incomplete assignments.

Class work will be collected either at the end of the period or the following 

day. All paperwork you turn in to me should have your name, the date, and the class period 

written on the top of each page.

Quizzes, Tests, Projects will be graded on a scale of 0-100 points.  A grading rubric will accompany any projects. Projects will be weighted as either a quiz or test. Students will be notified of weight on project rubric.

Late and Absentee Work: All homework assignments must be turned into me during your class 

            period on the due date to receive full credit. You will be allowed to turn in no more than 3 late 

            homework/classwork assignments (one day after due date) a quarter for half credit. NO homework 
            assignments will be accepted 2 days after the original due date. 

Projects and take-home tests not turned in on the assigned dues date will receive a 10 

point penalty per day late. No projects or take-home tests will be accepted after 5 days.

If you are absent you will have 3 days, after you return, to complete missed assignments.  It is 
your responsibility to ask for notes and/or assignments missed during your absence.  

The Final Exam consists of a minimum of 150 objective questions and short essays and is worth 
 20 of the semester grade.
