6.  Students will understand that there are connections and consequences relating to the interactions between the Earth's physical and human systems.

Classroom Policies and Expectations:  


1. Lateness to class without a note from a teacher is an automatic detention on the second tardy.


2. Absences: If you are truant - no make-up on work - automatic zero on work done that day. 


Other Absences - worksheets, homework, etc. are due the next day. You are expected to make up 
all tests and quizzes within the next three days. Additional time may be granted at my discretion in 
cases of extended absences. Any test or quiz that has been not been made up in two weeks’ time 
following an absence will become a “0”. It is totally the student’s responsibility to obtain missed 
assignments and complete the work. 


3. Men’s Room/Ladies’ Room: Don’t ask!! (Go before or between classes) However, this will not 
be an acceptable excuse for being tardy to class.


4. Books: Must be covered and brought to class daily. A notebook is also required. If a student 
does not bring their textbook to class they will receive a detention.


5. Seating Plan: All students are expected to be in their seats and quiet when the chimes ring. 
Students who fail to do this will be considered tardy and receive a detention as a result.


6. Classroom Behavior: Food, gum and drinks of all sorts (clear, unflavored water being the only 
exception) are not acceptable. You must pick up/ clean up after yourself (at the end of the class 
period, not during class time)


7. Assignments: Late homework is not acceptable. It is due at the beginning of class on the day 
assigned. Assignments passed in up to one day late will receive half credit. If the assignment is 
more than one day late I will still correct the assignment for you but you will not receive credit for 
the assignment. Do not use red ink to complete any assignment. Papers, major projects, etc. will 
lose one full letter grade for each day late (college prep & honors) 
or 5 points per day (standard 
level ). Weekends count as two days.


8. MP3s, IPODs: MP3 players/IPODs are not allowed at any time. Not only are they not to be 
used, they cannot be visibly in your possession while you are in the classroom. Take them off and 
put them away before entering the class. Violation of this policy will result in the removal 
of the MP3 player/IPOD from you for the remainder of the school day for the first offense.


9. Detention: Any student that earns a detention will report to room G360 no later than 2:20 PM . 
Exceptions may be made at my discretion for students that leave school prior to 2:15 PM.


10. Students are expected to retain all returned homework assignments, quizzes, and tests, and 
cannot 
throw them away prior to one week after the end of the marking quarter.


11. Cell phones must be turned off before entering the classroom. Any cell phone that makes noise 
during class will be considered to be a disruption and will earn you a detention. Any cell phone 
visible 
during a quiz or test will result in a grade of “0” for that activity.
Grade Computation: 


Your grade is based on the average of total points earned on all assignments and tests.

Unless otherwise stated, homework assignments are worth 10 points, quizzes are worth 20 points, 
and tests are worth 40 to 100 points. The Final Grade is based on 40% for each quarter and 20% 
on the final exam.
