Classroom Policies and Expectations
Preparation and Attendance

· You are required to come to class prepared daily. This means having a writing utensil, binder or notebook, folder, textbook, and required assignments with you daily; unless otherwise notified.

· Tardiness is unacceptable. The first offense will result in a verbal warning. All subsequent offenses will result in a detention. Class cuts will be reported to the office.

Grade Computation

· A grading rubric will accompany any projects and essays.

· The Final Semester Grade is based on 40% for each quarter and 20% on the final exam.
