Classroom Policies and Expectations:  

. 1.  Attendance, tardiness and absences is enforced as stated in the Student Handbook.


2.  You are expected to be seated and ready for class each day.  You are expected to take your seat 
upon entering the classroom and to remain in your seat until the end of the class.


3.  Preparation means having your textbook, notebook, and writing utensils. Assignments are 
finished and ready to be passed in.


4.  Bathroom visits are to be made during the first five minutes and the last five minutes of class.  
Sign out and the lavatory pass are required to leave the classroom at such times. One student may 
leave at a time.


5.  Classroom courtesy and respect is expected at all times.


6.  As per school rule, cell phones are not allowed to be visible outside of the cafeteria during the 
school day.  If visible, it will be confiscated, and if during a test, a zero will be given as a test 


7.  IPods need to be removed and turned off before class starts.  They must also be put away in a 
backpack or pocket.  It may also be confiscated for the remainder of the day if this rule is violated.


8.  All work is expected to be turned in on time. You will lose 20% for each day late.


You have three days in which to pass in an assignment for credit.  Work will not be accepted 
after that.  No exceptions will be made.  This holds true for all assignments, tests, 
projects, and 
essays.  


9.  All work is to be made up within 3 days of returning from an absence.


10.  Attitude/Behavior/Effort: Students can earn the 10 extra points as an overall grade per quarter 
for good behavior, effort, and attitude. No points will be subtracted from the average.


11.  All essays will be 5 paragraph essays, with an introduction, body, and conclusion.  Each 
paragraph will be at least 5 sentences in length and a three part thesis statement will be included 
and underlined in the introductory paragraph.  Two supporting facts will be expected for each of 
the three parts of the thesis statement.  The numerical grades for each of the F.C.A.s (Focus 
Correction Areas) will be on each assignment

the provision that I issue them to you in writing.
