Classroom Policies and Expectations:  


In order to succeed in this course you should be aware of the following requirements:


1. Tests = 200 points:  We will test on the aforementioned areas approximately every 5-7 days in 
the first quarter. These exams will typically be 25 multiple-choice questions and 2 short essays. 
You may re-test on chapter material within 5 days to gain mastery level. Exams not made up in 
5 days = zero (unless extended illness prevents) NO Electronic device shall be used during 
exams.

2. Chapter Review Papers = 100 points and are due at the time of test.   This is voluntary for 
CP level course.

3. Documentary and Film analysis papers = 100 pts and are due at the close of the next day.

4. Notebooks:  Are Required!!!!!  Keep one up to date it is worth 200 pts!!!!

5. Discussion:  (Active listening is rewarded at the end of the term) 1-2points on your final 
average. This could be handy!!!!!!!


6. Quarter Paper (CP level only)


Paper on a subject of interest (no more than 2-3 pages typed/double- spaced with a minimum of 3 
sources cited. 400 points (a double test grade!!!) 


7. Behavioral expectations:
