Sallust passages and Cicero's Orations against Catiline come from textbook and/or Internet sources

I suggest class day #1 is followed by about 4 days.  Class day #2 is followed by 3 days.  Class day #3 is followed by 3 days.  Then have the presentation.  

An alternative way to do this is to do it all in one week:  MWF are in-class workdays, project due date is following Monday.

Use the "effective use of research" item on the grading rubric for the preparedness/amount of work you see being done by the group in class.  TELL THEM THIS IS WHAT THIS ITEM ON RUBRIC MEANS.
