2.  Make two pages of a class booklet/magazine of selected structures.

3.  Time provided for project:

· classroom discussion & choosing of structure(s)

· computer lab class for technical format instruction & start of research

· own research/computer time outside of class time

· computer lab class to finalize project

4.  PAGE 1 OF PROJECT will include answers to the following questions as you locate:

· WHO built the structure(s)?

· WHAT did and does the structure look like?

· WHERE in the city is the structure located?  (Provide a written description.)  A class map will be provided later to MARK the exact location.

· WHEN was the structure built?

· WHY was it built? (purpose of structure)

· HOW were the activities associated with the structure carried out?

· ALSO---Include information such as pictures (drawings, floors plans), a brief history, the time period, any literary references, use, activities that took place there.  The more provided, the better the project.

The layout of the page is up to you.  DO NOT USE COLOR for text.  USE ONLY BLACK INK for text.  Be creative.  Use only one side of the page.  Include YOUR NAME.

5.  PAGE 2 OF PROJECT:


On a separate sheet, list at least FIVE references in an ANNOTATED bibliography.  Use the format learned in English class for the bibliographic item itself.  Then include a short paragraph of the sort of information found in the reference related to your structure, any other information found, usefulness of the reference, etc.


If you used printed matter (books, magazines, articles, pamphlets), include page numbers.


If you used Internet, teacher must be able to directly access the structure's information in the source.  (Suggestion: Make printed copy.)

Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages
Substitute famous buildings for your target language’s culture--whether famous buildings in one city (e.g., Berlin), or throughout a country (e.g., Spain), or throughout the world (e.g., France’s former colonies).

This project can be done totally in a tech lab setting or in a library using printed materials.

Use a desktop publishing program’s layout to blend pictures with text.

The most valuable part of this “magazine” project is to give the students exposure to ANNOTATED bibliographies.  Their opinions of the value of sources to their own projects is priceless.  No one has asked them before to evaluate a website.  Most students are very forthright and honest in their recommendations.
The level of class will guide the amount and quality of material expected. 

The higher the level, the greater expected use of the target language.
