PERSONAL VERB ENDINGS
“o is I” (“m is  I”)   Point to self in chest with 1 thumb.
“s is you”
        Point to another with 1 pointer finger.

“t is he” 
        Point over right shoulder (hitchhiker style) with 1 thumb
“t is she”
 
and repeat twice more in rapid succession.
“t is it”

“mus is we”
        Point to self in chest with 2 thumbs.

“tis is you”
        Point to others with 2 pointer fingers.

“nt they” 
        Say “n” say “t” while pointing over both shoulders 



(hitchhiker style) with both thumbs.

Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages

What are your verb endings?  Adapt the movements to match.

IMPERFECT TENSE

Form a “conga line.”  Everyone throw arms up into the air and shout “present stem.”  Then sway hip to the right and say “-bam.”  Sway hip to the left and say “-bas.”  Alternate hips right and left while saying “-bat,” “-bamus,” “-batis,” “-bant.” Then finish with a shout of “add these to the present stem.”  Repeat over and over until class grows tired.  The conga line has traveled up & down the language hallway.
Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages

Use the conga line concept with any series of endings.

MEXICAN HAT DANCE CHANT

This is an easy way to learn the imperfect and future tense forms of the irregular verb “to be” in Latin.  Besides doing “Mexican Hat Dance” chant to “eram, eras, erat” (breath) “eramus, eratis, erant.” (Clap! Clap!) endlessly, do the same with “ero, eris, erit” (breath) “erimus, eritis, erunt.” (Clap! Clap!)
Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages

Use the Mexican Hat Dance melody to work for your endings or short verb forms.

WALL RUSH

Give everyone a piece of paper and a verb to put into a particular form.  Do a few random forms yourself as extras.  Immediately collect.  Look over quickly for correctness.  Shuffle and redistribute quickly.  Designate particular walls (or sections) of room (e.g., present, imperfect, perfect; active and passive; participles; infinitives; subjunctives).  Students rush to the wall that matches the verb form they are holding.  Can do the same with noun cases, singulars & plurals, etc.
Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages

Use your creativity to see what works for you.

SENTENTIA BUILDERS (Sentence Builders)
Give first person in each row/group a long strip of paper.  Tell them to write the Latin for what you give them (i.e., nominative singular—a person noun). Without delay, shout “plicate et tradite” (fold and pass).  Tell next person to write the Latin for what you give them (i.e., accusative singular—a thing noun). Without delay, shout “plicate et tradite” (fold and pass).  Tell next person to write the Latin for what you give them (i.e., ablative singular—place noun with the preposition “in”). Without delay, shout “plicate et tradite” (fold and pass).  Tell next person to write the Latin for what you give them (i.e., present tense verb in 3rd person singular). Without delay, shout “plicate et tradite” (fold and pass).  Tell next person to read the sentence aloud.

Variations can include 
1. nom. pl. (thing), abl of agent with a or ab (person), passive voice 3rd person plural

2. nom. sing. (person), dative sing. (person), acc. pl. (things), perfect tense 3rd person singular of verb that takes the dative
3. pronoun 1st person plural nominative, genitive singular (person), acc. plural (things), hortatory subjunctive

Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages

What is your target language’s sentence order?

TELEPHONE

1. Use examples from SENTENTIA BUILDERS, but make them oral.

2. Divide class into thirds/half.  Give each group a long elaborate sentence to whisper to each other.  The last person must repeat the sentence.  The most correct sentence wins.

Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages

What is your target language’s sentence order?

“Habeo—Quis Habet” 

This idea originated with a math teacher.  Either the teacher or an upper level class can make these cards for all levels.

Decide how many cards you want (pick your largest class and add 2).  Make the 1st “habeo” (I have) and the last “Quis habet.” (Who has?)  Let the others make a chain from there.  Distribute all cards.

When the game is played, the teacher holds the 1st “I have” card and reads it.  If the game works out, everyone holding a card will get a turn, all cards will be used, and the teacher, as the starter, will also be the last one to say “I have…”
