(Attached puppet shape drawing should be enlarged to cover 8 1/2 by 11 paper.)

TO MAKE PUPPET

1.  Cut 2 pattern shapes out of felt.

2.  Using felt/material scraps, cut out appropriate 

character clothing, hair, & ornamentation.

3.  Sew the 2 pattern shapes together.  

Attach large clothing  pieces to puppet

front as you sew the pattern pieces.

4.  Glue hair, ornamentation, and facial

features on to the front of pattern.

(Facial features may be drawn with fabric pens and paints.)

5.  Allow glue to dry 24 hours before using puppet.

Puppet Activity

This project is set up for Latin IV which is a survey course at my school.

This project will also work for a review activity/final project for AP Vergil.

Book X and Book XII Aeneid passages need to be identified.

Puppet shape can be altered--see my sample.

Additional attachments may be developed using passages from:

-- Ovid’s Metamorphoses

-- Aulus Gellius’ Noctes Atticae

--Pliny’s letters

--Cicero’s orations and letters


--Caesar’s Gallic Wars
For lower levels, perform puppet shows using characters from text’s stories, especially those already set up as playlets.

Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages
Use dialogues.

Build your supply of pre-made puppets by having a group make the puppets.  The other groups (in following years) can just use the puppets.  Saves time.

For upper levels, have students also write the “play” the puppets will perform.

Have a higher level class present the “show” to a lower (or younger) class.

Having been a child in Germany, I used to attend puppet shows in German.  I may not have known the language, but I understood the basic action and storyline.  One does not need to know a language in order to appreciate it.
