Notes
School Day 

School Day is used with Honors Latin III or possibly Latin IV.

This project is preceded by previewing the attached list of words.

Take students on a tour of the school building while speaking only Latin.


Point rooms out by Latin name.  Point out lockers, drinking fountains, etc.


Greet students/teachers/others in hallway.  Point out steps, floor, etc.


Encourage students to respond (in Latin) to your Latin questions.


Encourage students to take notes on school maps that you provide.


Keep the tour moving as quickly as possible to prevent

-dawdlers

-English being spoken

-students getting bored



Keep moving and talking in Latin.  If students are stringing out along




hall, pick up pace, speak more softly so that only those




clustered around you can hear, question the dawdlers directly




(in Latin, of course).



Tour inside and outside of building.  



Teacher needs to prepare for this by having a word or two for




each major feature (sidewalk, plants, ramps, cars, etc.)



Use Traupman's Conversational Latin  and dictionary.


Upon return to classroom after tour, immediately have students list as many

rooms, features, etc. from memory (in Latin) that they saw .

I do tour and the memory exercise within 45 minutes.  As you can tell, we move

fast.


Next day, we brainstorm for about 15 minutes for terms that we may want to use 


in the sentences.  I mention/question/suggest things such as declension, stem,

conjugation, noun/adjective agreement, plural forms, endings, etc. to get them

thinking of sentence composition.

Depending on the type of student, you may need to have a "draft review day" in

which students have their 10 sentences ready for you to review.  Have them

provide an English rendering of what they want to say.  

If you choose not to set aside a “draft review day,” then STRONGLY

ENCOURAGE students to come see you after school to go over their Latin sentences.  The projects tend to have higher grades because the Latin grammar, etc. is more correct on the final product.

Do quick on the spot presentations when projects are turned in.  I don’t even include this in the grading.  Most students like sharing their day with their classmates.  Classmates can usually “translate” what other students have written down, even when it is incorrect or totally obscure in meaning to me.  [I say absolutely nothing during these presentations.  I make mental—not written—notes on what the students thought they said in their Latin sentences.  This helps me with grading and with comments.]

Suggestions for Adaptation by Other Target Languages
Tour building and grounds in own target language.

Give each student the list with all words in the target language.  For younger students, give the list before the tour and go over it beforehand.  For older students, give the list after the tour.  During the tour, require them to take notes.  That way they must listen and write in the target language.  Giving the list after the tour provides the opportunity to self-correct errors.

Move quickly.

Keep your group together.  Don’t allow stragglers.  Move the stragglers to the front of your group.  Start speaking rapidly and loudly in target language to anyone who stops at water fountains for a drink, talks to another student in the halls (on this one, I go ballistic and start talking loudly in Latin saying something to the effect that my student is speaking something other than Latin to a “barbarian”), etc.

Advise administration (and even other teachers) ahead of time that you will be doing this.  Taking 20-25 students through the halls can get noisy.  Also it eliminates the “deer in the headlights” look from those taken unawares.

Have your group greet each person they meet.

Teach a few words to those who want to be able to respond when greeted.  You may need to suggest a response when notifying all adults ahead of time.
