A literal translation is one in which every word is used correctly

or otherwise accounted for.  Verbs must be in the correct tense

and voice.  There must be subject/verb agreement.  Singulars

must be singular and plurals must be plurals.  Spelling counts.



Correctness of translation will be determined by evaluating



“chunks” of words that go together, e.g., puella est = The girl is, 

ex casa parva = from the small house, puer tristis = the sad boy

3. ILLUSTRATE THE EVENTS OF YOUR STORY (including the moral) BY MEANS OF A SERIES OF COLORED PICTURES OR DRAWINGS.  

Acceptable are stick figures; crayons, markers, and colored pencils;  and internet renderings.

4. EACH ILLUSTRATION SHOULD HAVE SIMPLE AND MINIMAL LATIN TEXT WITH IT TO HIGHLIGHT THE STORY’S EVENTS.

Excerpts from your text are fine as long as they are confined

to your summary and contain no extraneous material.
