La Météo Internationale

Purpose:


In this activity you will learn and expand on weather vocabulary.  You will also be introduced to French-speaking countries around the world and discuss why they speak the language.

Task:


Research a particular country's weather conditions by searching online for a city in that country.  Convert the degrees Celsius to degrees Fahrenheit. 

Directions:

1.  Click on the International weather link in our Quia page.  On the left side of the screen, scroll down and click inside the box labeled "saisissez le nom d'une ville".
2.  Type in the name of your city and click the "ok" button.  This will take you to the weather forecast for your city.

3.  Complete the activity sheet using the web page, the map in the back of your book, and possibly a dictionary.  All responses on the activity sheet are in English.

4.  When the activity sheet is finished, click on the temperature converter link on our Quia page.  Delete the degrees Fahrenheit box.  Type the degrees Celsius into the other box and click "convert".  This will fill in the degrees Fahrenheit into the box.

5.  Turn in activity sheet when finished.

Share your findings with the class and compare weather conditions around the world.  Discuss why these countries speak French.
