Welcome back to French class and congratulations on having passed the Proficiency exam last year!  This year you will be learning a lot of new material as well as elaborating on previously learned vocabulary and grammar.  At the end of class next year you will be taking the Regents exam which includes material from this semester so make sure to stay on top of your work.

You are beginning Checkpoint B.  There is no state exam this year but you will be

required to take a local final.

Grading


I will grade on a points system.  Unit tests and major projects are worth 100 points. Participation, quizzes, and minor projects will range from 20-50 points each. Homework and class work will range from 5-10 points.  I do allow for students to do extra credit as long as all graded assignments are turned in and tests/quizzes are made up.

Homework

Homework will be given on a regular basis. Some will be checked and gone over in class and some will be collected and put in for a grade.  Homework checked and gone over in class will be scored on a checkpoint system and included as part of the participation grade at the end of the marking period.  
Participation


Participation in a Foreign Language is imperative.  Learning a language is a building process and can easily and quickly become difficult if you are not actively paying attention and participating.  It is very important that you ask questions, volunteer to answer and do your best to use French in class.  I do not grade you on how beautiful your pronunciation is but on how hard you try!  Each marking period you will grade yourself on participation.
Make-up Work


I will collect your missed materials and assignments for you during your absence.  You are responsible for getting your make up work from me upon your return. You may do so before or after class time; do not interrupt my class to ask for make-up work.  You will have a reasonable amount of time to make up work according to the amount of time you were absent.

Late Work


Any work that is turned in late will have points taken off for each day that it is late.  Homework that is checked and gone over in class may not be turned in late and will affect your participation grade.
