	First graders painted "Sweater People" in January. Their mitten patterns had to match the painted patterns on their sweaters. The faces look very much like the students themselves.
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	Third graders are celebrating Black History month by creating "Jazz Collages in the style of the African-American artist, Romare Bearden.
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	Fourth graders have just completed a winter landscape using cut and torn paper and paint simulating white birch trees. Their landscapes illustrate their knowledge of foreground, middleground and background.


Fifth graders have completed a winter landscape in which they printed trees using cardboard, sponges and paint and added details with black marker. This project illustrates foreground, middleground and background and leads into a more in-depth study of one-point perspective.
