Class Requirements and Guidelines

1. Supplies:
Spiral notebook – preferably college ruled

Pocket folder  (Folder and notebook can be combined if you get a notebook with folder pockets in it.)

Loose-leaf paper (keep a small supply in your folder for when we need it)

Pencils

Bookcover (Textbooks must be covered at all times to protect them!)

2. Pencil only!  Notebooks, homework, quizzes and tests must all be done in pencil.  Work done in anything other than black pencil will not be accepted or graded.  No exceptions!  

3. Be prepared!  Come to class each day with textbook, notebook/folder, agenda, and pencil.  Borrowing and sharing of supplies is not acceptable.
4. Be on time!  Class begins promptly.  Get to class, take your seat, and get out class work needed in a timely manner.  If you are not ready when we begin prayer, then you are late.

5. Homework.  Most daily homework will be done in your notebook, and reviewed at the beginning of class. There will be additional homework assignments that will be collected and graded separately.  Assignment sheets will be distributed at the beginning of each chapter.  If you miss a class for any reason, you should presume to complete the next assignment as homework.
6. Notebooks.  Notebooks will be collected and graded at the end of each quarter.  Notebook grade will be based on organization and completeness of notes and homework.
7. Tests and Quizzes.  Tests will be given at the end of each chapter, and will always be announced.  Quizzes and graded homework will typically be given weekly, and may be unannounced.  

8. Grading.    All grading is done on a point system.  Tests and notebook are worth 100 points each; quizzes and graded homework will be worth anywhere from 10-25 points each.  The grading scale is the one published by the school.  I will follow the mathematical rules for rounding when calculating your grades (so, a 93.4 rounds to a 93, and is a B, while a 93.5 rounds to a 94 and is an A).
9. Late work and make-up work.  Graded homework turned in one day late will receive a deduction.  Anything later is a zero.  You will be given one day for each day you are absent to make up missed work.  It is your responsibility to obtain missed assignments.  Failure to make up work will be treated like any other late work, and a zero will be given.  If absent on a test day, you will make up the test when you return to class, or you may arrange a time to take it outside of class time.
10. Cheating.  Cheating will not be tolerated.  A zero grade on the assignment, quiz, or test will be given to anyone participating in cheating of any kind.  A follow-up with parents and/or administration will result.

11. Additional help.  If you find that you need additional help outside of class on any topic, please set up an appointment to see me. 

12. Attitude and effort.  I expect a positive attitude and self-motivated effort from all students as you each take responsibility for your own learning and progress.  If you do your part, then together we will have a great team effort in mastering Algebra I this year.  Success is the name of the game!
