Summer Assignment: 
Students are to read The Kite Runner by Khaled Hosseini and The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn by Mark Twain. In addition, you will read Shakespeare's The Merry Wives of Windsor and view the play at the Southmoreland outdoor theater across from the Nelson Art Gallery.  See the play early in the performance window before it gets really warm;  sit close to the front.  Bring a picnic dinner or eat out on the Plaza prior to the play.
At this point, I do not plan on having you write a paper prior to returning to school in the Fall. However, there is an assignment that will entail a review of punctuation usage, namely the use of commas, that you will be expected to complete during the summer months.
