As members of the Administrative Team, we have discussed how to effectively help students on academic probation.  This status [cumulative GPA of 2.0 or less] exists for one entire semester.


Your child’s probation or low grades may have a variety of sources: insufficient study skills,  inadequate testing preparation, incomplete homework, inability to understand concepts/ideas, disruptive behavior in the classroom, fear of asking questions or seeking help, need for closer monitoring of homework & behavior by teacher/parent, need for further attention from counselor/coach, etc.  


 Whether your son or daughter is a first-time freshman or an upperclassman, we remind you of some expectations.  Teachers have some time to assist students, and so students and parents will have to be more vigilant of when teachers are available, of securing the help of peer tutors, and being more willing and able to see teachers (or get help) before and after school.  

· Wednesdays – on late start days --  would be a good time to seek assistance from peer tutors. Respective teachers have assigned peer tutors to be available for kids who need help.

· Thursdays, teachers may be available before school and during seminar period if we do not have an assembly scheduled.  On Mondays, Tuesday, and Fridays, teachers may be available during study halls to assist students as needed
· We have a “Learning Center” before and after school where students can work on assignments or to which students have to report if they have missing assignments

· During school, we will expect students to study during study hall.

· Parents may check Power School at any time to see grades, including assignments that may be missing or incomplete
· We want you parents to:

· check daily the student planner/agenda book for assignments

· to monitor homework being done to provide/coordinate transportation to school on late start days  for this extra help time or additional time for homework

· contact teachers as needed

WE NEED PARENT SUPPORT AND COOPERATION.   We are trying to provide an opportunity to help your child be more successful in this school environment.   If conferences with the principal, parent(s) and student are required after a semester to discuss continuing academic probation or academic concerns, adherence to following and implementing this plan will be part of the discussion and eventual decision regarding your child’s future as a student at St. Pius X.
