COLLEGE ENTRANCE CRITERIA

SPX Graduation Requirements include 4 English, 4 social studies, 4 religion, 3 science, 3 math, 1 PE, ½ speech, ½ computer, 1 fine art; 2 foreign language high recommended.  This exceeds entrance requirements for most colleges and universities.

The table below identifies recommended core entrance requirements for the respective college.  The ACT score represents the mid range 50% of all students at that school; national average is 20.7.  Any college looks favorably on quality and depth of curriculum taken which includes honors (Upper at Pius), higher level (general chemistry, physics, math beyond algebra, foreign language beyond 2 years, AP and ACCP courses.  CLEP testing is accepted.  SPX grads can earn 22+ credits this way.

The requirements outlined below represent the minimums required for admission.  Schools with a range of years for a subject, i.e. 3-4 math, require 3 but prefer 4, especially for certain majors.  Electives may or may not include references to the visual and performing arts.  Schools with “specialties”, such as engineering, computer science, natural science, political science  or philosophy, may have additional special course requirements.   “CP” in the OTHER column below means the school requires a college prep curriculum and/or recommends additional electives in core courses.   Any of the listed schools may require, in addition, essay(s), letters of recommendation, SAT II testing or personal interviews.
