music department questionnaire from webpage, audition (must include two solo pieces that contrast), audition will include sight reading and / or ear training, participation in at least one vocal or instrumental ensemble each year, may also require private lessons. · Theater Award:
audition—4 minute acting piece, portfolio possibly required for minor scholarship.  Contact department head Harris or Wyman at 415-7588

· Christian-Related Vocation Award:
application CRV from website, letter from local church affirming student’s pursuit of a vocation related to Christian ministry, interview with Dean of the Chapel Dr. Pratt at 415-7866

· Church Partnership match Award:   WJC will match scholarships awarded by student’s church

· Heritage Award:
available only to children or siblings of alumni or siblings of current students
