Regarding transcript requests.....just to clarify:

For Rockhurst University, go to the Rockhurst website:   http://www.rockhurst.edu/media/filer_private/2012/01/20/transcript_request_form.pdf
  Print out and complete or type into the form and then print.  You will need to provide a mailing address for the transcript unless you complete the request online (for which there is an additional fee).   You will need to include the dates of enrollment:  if you started at Rockhurst junior year, then put August 2010; if you started at Rockhurst this past year, then put August 2011.  Leave “Degree Received” line blank.    You will need your student ID number. 
  Then mail to Rockhurst.  It is a $7.50 fee.   Choose USPS for mailing option.    Make sure you have the correct mailing address for your college of choice. 


For Park University, Login using the following pieces of information:
        User Name: Your Park ID number
        Password: Your OPEN/MyPark password

1. Click on the "Academic Record" link which is found in the "Student Information" box under the "Academic" header.
2. Make sure you request an official transcript.

Print and complete.  There is no fee.  Make sure you have your student ID or last 4 digits of SS number.  Check the line that says to send grades once they have been posted. Include the mailing address for your college of choice.  Mail to address on top of the page. 
I think if you submit these requests by the end of May, you will be fine.  At this time of the year, colleges are inundated with transcript requests, both incoming and outgoing.

For AP credit:   you should obtain a college's AP policy in writing.  There is a fee for this.   Use this link:    http://www.collegeboard.com/student/testing/ap/exgrd_rep.html                You can find information on qualifying scores in the institution's catalogue or on its Web site, or by using the AP Credit Policy Info search.  It will vary with each school.
