Directions to Cross Country Meets: 2011
[All Directions will originate from St. Pius X]
St Mary’s Invitational @ William Jewell College:   I-35 north to Highway 152 (Liberty exit).  Right through town to the college.  Meet is located at soccer field in back of Mabee Center.    [20 min]

Raymore Peculiar Invitational:
I-29 S to 71 S.  Continue South on 71 Highway about 15 minutes past Grandview to the Peculiar Exit.  Take the exit and turn left over the highway. Go to the outer road that goes to the left (North). Go 1.5 miles and you will come to the 5th & 6th Grade Center.   Ignore this and go left around the curve. Go past the new freshman center, past the high School, past the church and the next building is the Middle School. The course is behind the Middle School. [55 min]

Turner Invitational at Pierson Park:   I-29 N to I-635 South.  Take Metropolitan Exit (south of I-70) and go west (right) to light (55th Street).  Go left past Pierson Jr High to entrance of Wyandotte County Park (Pierson Park).  Turn right and go to Shelter House.  Course starts at bottom of the hill.  [25 min]

Odessa Invitational:   I-70 to the Odessa Exit (Exit 37 heading East, Exit 38 heading West)

Take the South Outer Road toward MO-131 Hwy.  Turn South on MO-131 Hwy to OO Hwy, Right on OO.  Continue Straight onto Cox School Rd.  The Upper Elementary will be on your left.   [55 min]

Smithville meet:
Directions to Smithville Invitational at Smith’s Fork Park

From the South:     Take Hwy 169 North from Kansas City into Smithville.

Drive North through 1 set of stoplights (McDonald’s is the landmark here) on Hwy 169.  At the second set of stoplights, turn right onto Hwy 92 (Kindred Chevrolet is the landmark here and is located on the right if driving North).  Take Hwy 92 about 2 miles to the first paved road on the left.  Turn left onto Hwy DD (landmark is the American Legion hall located on the right side of the road).   Take Hwy DD for approximately 2.5 miles then turn right onto F Hwy (landmark is the Smithville Lake, which is located to the right, and the dam, which is the road onto which you will be turning).  Then take an immediate  left into Smith’s Fork Park.  Once in the park take the next left and drive to the parking lot where you will be directed by a worker as to where the bus can be parked.    [30 min]

Cass-Midway Inv:   I-29 S to Hiway 71 S to Harrisonville Hiway 2 exit.  Go west about ten miles.  School will be on your left.  [60 min]

Savannah Inv:   I-29 north to Savannah exit (Highway 71).  Go right (north) into town 2.4 miles and take Missouri “T” exit toward Amazonia/Savannah.  Turn right at Missouri “T”.  School on the right. School is at 10500 State Route T.  [60 min]

Kearney Invitational:.   I-35 N to Kearney exit.  Go right to Hiway 33 and turn left (north); go to Jesse James Park.  Turn right and follow road around.  [30 minutes]

West Platte Invitational:  (cross Country – Platte Ridge Park)) North on I-29 to the Tracy exit (it is the 3rd Platte City Exit) Exit and turn left to cross over I-29.  Turn right on MO 371 which is immediately on the other side of I-29.  North about 1 mile to Platte Ridge Park, 1st entrance.  Go left. [25 min]

Conference Meet @ Clinton HS
I-35 S to US 71 S on the east side of downtown loop.  South 38 miles to MO-7.  Turn left (south) on MO-7 for about 37 miles; turn right on M-13 business / 2nd St.  Continue past Clinton street where the school is located and turn right on Allen St.  Go less than 2 miles to Artesian Park on the left.  [90 minutes]

District Meet @ Swope Park:   I-29 S to Hiway 71 S to 63rd Street /Meyer Blvd exit.  Left to Swope Park.  Start of race is about ¼ mile into the Park after the Starlight Entrance gate.  [20 minutes] 

Jefferson City @ Oak Hills Golf course:   I-35 south to I-70 east to Jefferson City exit (Highway 63 south).  Right 30 miles across the Missouri River bridge (94/54/63 all intersect here)   to Highway 54 west/south (Eldon/Lake of the Ozarks).  Go 2 miles to the Southwest Boulevard/Ellis Boulevard exit.  Left to 4-way stop; course is ½ mile past the 4-way stop at the Oak Hills Golf Course.  [2 ½ hrs]
