Introduction to Civil Rights history

Major Features of Civil Rights Act:

Title I
barred unequal application of voter registration requirements, but did not abolish literacy tests used to disqualify African-Americans and poor white voters

Title II
outlawed discrimination in hotels, motels, restaurants, theaters, public entertainment; exempted “private” clubs without defining private

Title III
encouraged desegregation of public schools and authorized the U.S. Attorney General to file suits to force desegregation, but did not authorize busing to overcome segregation based on residence

Title IV
authorized but did not require withdrawal of federal funds from programs that practiced discrimination

Title V
outlawed discrimination in employment in any business exceeding 25 people and created an Equal Employment Opportunities Commission to review complaints (however, it lacked meaningful enforcement powers)

Significant Events Surrounding The Civil Rights Movement

May 1954
Supreme Court rules unanimously that public school desegregation is illegal

Dec 1955
Rosa Parks arrested in Montgomery, AL, for violating bus segregation law

Feb 1960
Four students stage a sit-in at a lunch counter in Greensboro, NC

May 1961
Freedom Riders attempt to desegregate bus stations:  Birmingham, AL; Montgomery, AL; Jackson, MI

Sept 1962
Rioting mob attacks federal marshals who are protecting James Meredith the day before he registers for classes at the University of Mississippi

May 1963
Marches by high school African Americans are countered by police dogs and fire hoses

Aug 1963
March for Jobs and Freedom – Washington, D. C. – 200,000 people (MLK speech)

Sept 1963
Bomb explodes in a Birmingham, AL church, killing four girls

Jan 1964
24th Amendment to Constitution is ratified

Feb 1964
House passes Civil Rights Act

Jun 1964
U.S. Senate votes cloture on civil rights bill after lengthy filibuster (cloture—finishing debate and bringing a bill to vote)
Jun 1964   
Three civil rights workers are missing in Mississippi

Jul 1964
President Johnson signs Civil Rights Act of 1964

Aug 1964
Three civil rights workers found dead near Philadelphia, MI;   students stage a sit-in at a lunch counter in Greensboro, NC
