Criteria for the Analysis of a Problem
1) Significance:  Does the problem have broad or general scope or is it only of a local or regional problem?
2) Jurisdiction: Can government bring about the proposed change or is it beyond the scope of the powers of government?

3) Timeliness:  Is the problem current or is it no longer of interest?
4) Durability: Is the problem likely to continue into the future or is it of likely short duration?

5) Debatability:  Is the problem equally debatable from two sides or is it skewed towards one or the other position?
