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A Resolution Concerning Elderly Drivers

1. Whereas, 35.0 million people 65 years of age and over live in the United States, and
2. Whereas, aging causes medical problems that affect driving, including loss of reflexes,
3. flexibility, visual acuity, memory and the ability to focus, and
4. Whereas, fatality rates for drivers begin to climb after age 65, and

5. Whereas, analysts predict that by 2030, baby boomers will be responsible for 25% of all fatal 

6. crashes, and

7. Whereas, state laws are inconsistent in the absence of a national standard, and

8. Whereas, without precise measures, an estimated 500 good drivers would have to be taken 

9. off the road to prevent a single crash, and

10. Whereas, the only measure scientifically proven to lower the rate of fatal crashes involving 

11. elderly drivers is forcing the seniors to appear at motor vehicle departments in person to 

12. renew their licenses, therefore,

13. Be it Resolved by this Student Congress that, the United States government 

14. should mandate that all states pass legislation requiring drivers over 65 to renew their 

15. licenses yearly and in person, to be put into effect one year after the passage of this 

16. resolution.

A Bill to End Searches without Probable Cause

1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2. Section 1.
No person shall be stopped by law enforcement officers and searched on 

3. the basis of race, color, or religion without probable cause as defined in Amendment IV of 

4. the Constitution. 

5. Section 2.
 No one walking or riding bikes is to be stopped and searched without 

6. probable cause as defined in Amendment IV of the Constitution. 

7. Section 3.
This law applies to all law enforcement agencies at the local, state and 
8. federal levels.
9. SECTION 4.
law enforcement officers found in violation will be immediately 

10. suspended for 2 weeks with pay pending a full investigation by an internal affairs committee.   

11. Section 5. 
This law will take effect within twelve months of passage.

12. SECTION 6. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

A Resolution to require Students to Defer College by one year

1. Whereas, High School students across the nation struggle to pay senior year high school 

2. expenses, and

3. Whereas, a few months later they have the burden of paying for a higher education, and 

4. Whereas, application feesof $50 per school add to this burden, and

5. Whereas, taking a year off will allow students to save and recover from the expenses paid 

6. during high school, and

7. Whereas, the debt for an average incoming college freshman averages $27,204 dollars, and

8. Whereas, the national student loan debt is now in the billions, therefore 

9. Be it resolved by the congress assembled here today that 12.High School Graduates must 

10. take a year off before entering college.

A Resolution to Ban Smoking in Cars with Minors

1. WHEREAS, according to the Surgeon General, there is no safe level of secondhand smoke 
2. exposure.
3. WHEREAS, according to the Environmental Protection Agency, or EPA, secondhand 

4. smoke causes 31,000 asthma attacks in minors each year, and 430 infant deaths are linked to 

5. secondhand smoke each year.

6. WHEREAS, a scientific study conducted by researchers from Stanford showed that levels of 

7. pollutants in a car with a smoker reached 10 times what is considered by the EPA to be 

8. “hazardous.”

9. WHEREAS, children’s lungs are still developing, this causes them to be more susceptible to 

10. toxins in cigarette smoke.

11. RESOLVED,
Smoking will not be permitted in cars in which there are minors present. 
12. Any person caught in violation of this law will be fined $100 for the first violation, $300 for 
13. the second, and up to $1,000 for the third in a one year period. Police officers will not be 
14. allowed to stop cars for smoking violations alone.
A Resolution to Decrease Illegal Immigration in the United States

1. WHEREAS, Illegal immigration in this country has become a substantial

2. problem over the years and something must be done about it soon.
3. WHEREAS, A study released by the Federation for American Immigration

4. Reform (FAIR) estimates that illegal immigration now costs federal and local taxpayers 

5. $113 billion a year, with high increases projected for future years.

6. WHEREAS, In the latest count, based on the 2000 Census and INS statistics, the 

7. Immigration and Naturalization Service reported that roughly 7 million 

8. immigrants, mostly Mexicans, were living illegally in the United States as of 

9. January 2000.

10. RESOLVED, By the Student Congress here assembled that: major funds be 

11. allocated to the DREAM Act or Mexico’s oil production to significantly decrease 

12. illegal immigration.

A Bill to make Conscription Mandatory for Women

 

1. Whereas: males of between the ages of 18 and 25 have had to register for the draft since 

2. 1917; however women have never been required to serve in the U.S. military.

3. Whereas: since beginning of the nation women have fought for equal rights and opportunities 

4. as men. In 1920 women won there last right which was the right to vote. 

5. Whereas: women would be subject to the same rules and regulations as men. However all 

6. women childbearing or child-caring in positions will be exempt from duty.  

7. Whereas: this bill would go into effect immediately after passing, therefore 

8. Be it resolved: That the United States Government shall mandate all women between the 

9. ages of 18 and 25 the register for Conscription.

A Bill to Fund Stem Cell Research

1. Be enacted by the congress here assembled that,

2. Section 1: Embryonic stem cell research shall be made legal in the U.S. 

3. Section 2: Embryonic stem cell research shall be defined as research facilities using 

4. embryos, which would normally be discarded, in their research for various purposes. 

5. Section 3: The Office of Science and Technology Policy (OSTP) will oversee the 

6. enforcement of the bill along with the CDC and the Chemical Safety and Hazard 

7. Investigation Board.

8.      A)  OSTP will help to keep the morality and ethics of the research to a moderate level, 

9. with the help of The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the Chemical Safety 

10. and Hazard Investigation Board’s help.

11.      B)  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention along with the Chemical Safety and 

12. Hazard Investigation Board will monitor the progress and side effects of the research on  the 

13. test subject’s and shut down the research facilities down at the first sing of trouble.

14. Section 4: This bill will be put in to action by 1/1/12 so that the research facilities have a 

15. chance to prepare for the sudden use of the equipment.

16. Section 5: All laws in conflict with this legislation are here by declared null and void. 

A Bill To Change The Qualifications For Receiving The Purple Heart

1. Section 1:
Currently, the Purple Heart is only presented to members of the U.S. military who 

2. have sustained physical injuries due to armed enemies. 

3. Section 2:
The intention of this honor is to commemorate the sacrifices our soldiers endure 

4. in order to benefit our country. 

5. Section 3:
Under the current requirements soldiers who suffer from Post-Traumatic Stress 

6. Disorder (PTSD) brought on by military conflict are not qualified to receive the Purple Heart. 

7. Section 4:
Because mental disabilities, such as PTSD, can be just as debilitating as physical 

8. injuries, these veterans must be commemorated for their sacrifices through the endowment of 

9. the Purple Heart.

A Resolution to Restore American Financial Security
1. WHEREAS, The government has given out over 700 billion dollars in bailout money, and 

2. WHEREAS, The American Tax Payer pays for the Big Bailout Crisis, even when banks 

3. merge or declare bankruptcy, and 

4. WHEREAS, If continued, the government will not be able to bail out any banks or 

5. associations, and 

6. WHEREAS, Americans are mistreated by financial services practices, 

7. WHEREAS, The United States should evaluate its financial stability and promote market 

8. discipline, therefore, be it 

9. RESOLVED, The “Too Big To Fail” program be abolished.
A RESOLUTION ON MEN’S RIGHT TO VETO AN ABORTION

1. WHEREAS a child is conceived as a joint effort between a man and a woman, with both 

2. genders sharing equal parts in the creation of life.

3. WHEREAS current abortion policies allow a woman to unilaterally choose to end a 

4. pregnancy, without consultation of the father of the child, giving men the clear message that 

5. bringing new lives to the planet is the exclusive domain, and under the exclusive control, of 

6. women.

7. WHEREAS current abortion policy removing men from the decision making process causes 

8. them to be uncaring about the fate of the life they create.

9. WHEREAS allowing a man who is willing to care for his child to compel the mother to 

10. bring the child to term will provide men with a sense of responsibility over the pregnancies 

11. they create, lowering the number of absentee fathers.

12. BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS STUDENT CONGRESS that men who have fathered a child 

13. shall be allowed to deny the mother the option of an abortion, under the stipulation that they 

14. shall take custody of and care for the child after birth.

A Bill To Enact a Flat Tax

1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2. SECTION 1.
The United States Federal Government will collect all earned 

3. income at a flat tax rate of 20% rate across all income levels starting at $50,000 for 

4. individuals and $100,000 for couples.

5. SECTION 2.

12. its passage.

A Resolution to Amend No Child Left Behind

1. WHEREAS No Child Left Behind has caused more harm than good to the education 

2. of America’s children,

3. WHEREAS President Obama wants states to  have unprecedented freedom to waive
4. the basic elements of  No Child Left Behind, 
5. WHEREAS making changes to No Child Left Behind could fundamentally affect
6. the education of tens of millions of children,
7. WHEREAS these changes will allow states to scrap the requirement that all children
8. must show that they are proficient in reading and math by 2014, if states meet conditions 
9. designed to better prepare and test students, 
10. WHEREAS under the plan that President Obama has outlined, states can ask the
11. Education Department to be exempted from some of the law's requirements if they
12. meet certain conditions, such as imposing standards to prepare students for college
13. and careers and setting evaluation standards for teachers and principals,
14. WHEREAS these changes will help states set higher standards,
15. WHEREAS the current law is forcing educators to teach to the test and lower
16. standards as a way of avoiding penalties and stigmas, and
17. WHEREAS the law places too much emphasis on standardized tests, raising the 
18. stakes so high for school districts that it may have driven some school officials to
19. cheat,
20. THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this Student Congress here assembled that the 
21. United States government make all necessary changes to No Child Left Behind to better the 
22. education of America’s Children.
A Resolution for the United States to Adopt the Use of Alternative Energy

1. WHEREAS the price of gasoline is detrimental to the United States economy, 
2. WHEREAS gas prices continue to escalate,
3. WHEREAS Americans are experiencing financial hardship due to gas prices,
4. WHEREAS alternative energy will be  cheaper and cleaner than oil and 
5. WHEREAS by the United States  dependency on foreign 
6. oil  leaves the United States at the mercy of foreign nations,  
7. THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this Student Congress here assembled that the 
8. United States fully adopt the use of alternative energy.
A Resolution to Teach Intelligent Design Alongside Macroevolutionism

2. equal validity; and

11. WHEREAS, Neither viewpoint has significant enough proof; therefore, it is unfair to 

12. only teach one of them; and

5. Whereas, our society becomes more dangerous, depleted and dishonest every

6. year.
7. Whereas, the United States military can offer youth invaluable experiences in

8. training, growth and responsibility.

9. Whereas, the military can offer youth an opportunity to see the world.

10. Whereas, if a student elects to stay in military service past their original two

11. years they may begin to accrue GI benefits to help pay for college. 

12. Whereas, a student would have the opportunity to elect to attend college before

13. the military, if their grades are above a 2.5 and their attendance rates are above

14. 95%. 

15. Therefore, Be it resolved by the this Student Congress here assembled that

16. youth will serve two years in the military after completing high school or after

17. completing college.

A Bill to Standardize and Federalize America's Correctional System

1. Be it enacted by this congress here assembled that:

2. Section 1: All rehabilitative, correctional and holding facilities within the borders of the 

3. United States shall come under the control of the Federal Government. All Private Prisons 

4. shall be purchased for market value and none shall be further built under U.S. Jurisdiction. 

5. All county and local processing centers building codes and operative procedures shall be 

6. subject to Justice Department review. All rehabilitative and correctional facilities shall 

7. conform to the standards of the Federal Facility, “United States Penitentiary Administrative 

8. Maximum.”

9. Section 2: All financial cost shall be transitioned to the Justice Department and all Local, 

10. State, County and Private correctional staff must reapply for their positions under Federal 

11. employee standards and procedures. This transition shall last for a period of five years. The 

12. Justice Department shall oversee and enforce the rules and regulations here ascribed. 

13. Section 3: All funding for this bill shall originate from a one percent cut in all Federal 

14. spending both discretionary and non discretionary. 

15. Section 4: This bill shall take effect on January 1st 2012.

A Resolution to Reinstate the Shuttle Program

9. which can save U. S. hegemony; now, therefore, be it

10. RESOLVED,
By the Congress here assembled that the United States federal government 

11. reinstate the Shuttle program.

A Resolution to Amend the Constitution to Eliminate Anchor

Babies as a Repair to Immigration Policy

1. RESOLVED, By two-thirds of Congress assembled, that the following article is proposed as 

2. an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, which shall be valid to all intents and 

3. purposes as part of the Constitution when ratified by the legislatures of three-fourths of the 

4. several states within seven years after the date of its submission for ratification:

5. ARTICLE –

6. SECTION 1: The phrase “All persons born or naturalized in the United States,” in the 14th 

7. Amendment to the Constitution, shall now read “All persons born to a mother born or 

8. naturalized in the United States, or who are naturalized in the United States,” in order to 

9. make birthright citizenship applicable to second or later generation Americans only.

10. SECTION 2: The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate 

11. legislation.

A Resolution to Add Puerto Rico as the 51st State

1. WHEREAS,
Puerto Rico costs the U.S. over $22billon dollars a year as a territory; and

2. WHEREAS,
Almost fifty percent of Puerto Ricans live under the U.S. poverty line; and

3. WHEREAS,
Full integration into our national economy would provide job creation and 

4. associated income benefits; and

5. WHEREAS,
As a territory, Puerto Ricans elect a powerless government, with all of 

6. their affairs controlled by the U.S. Congress ; and

7. WHEREAS,
Even thought all of their affairs are controlled by the U.S., they have no 

8. vote in Presidential elections, nor do they have any say in the making of the laws and statues 

9. that apply to them; and

10. WHEREAS,
If Puerto Rico becomes a state, she will have an open market to trade with 

11. all nations that are in alliance with the U.S.; now, therefore, be it

12. RESOLVED,
By the Congress here assembled that Puerto Rico be made the 51st of the 

13. United States of America.

A Bill to Promote State-Mandated Comprehensive Sexual Education 

Programs in Public Schools

1 Be it enacted by this Student Congress here assembled that:

2 SECTION I: All federal funding for sexual education programs will be gradually phased out 

3 with the commencement of the 2012 fiscal year. All funds shall be ceased no later than the 

4 end of the 2017 fiscal year.

5 SECTION II: After all funds are dissolved, the federal government will issue each state a 

6 $250 million block grant for the purpose of providing sexual education programs in public 

7 schools.

8 SECTION III: All states which propose the promotion and development of abstinence-plus 

9 programs will receive an additional $100 million stipend to support the development of those 

10 programs

11 SECTION IV: The Department of Education shall oversee the implementation of this 

12 legislation.

2. to significantly reduce the amount of fossil fuel use, and

3. WHEREAS, The U.S. could easily be using more alternative energy methods,

4. WHEREAS, fossil fuel emissions contribute to the harm of our Earth’s 

5. atmosphere, and the decay of our ozone layer, and

6. WHEREAS, our status quo does nothing to address the problems associated 7with using 

7. fossil fuels as they affect our environment,

8. WHEREAS, A Plan to increase alternative energy use will help address, and 

9. decrease, the harm done to our Environment,

10. WHEREAS, A plan to increase alternative energy use will not harm our 

11. Environment, and only help our earth’s preservation, now, therefore, be it

12. RESOLVED, that the student congress here assembled, 
13. Create a plan by offering tax incentives to corporations and companies who make efforts to 

14. use and produce alternative energies in the U.S.
