Dear Parent(s),

In an effort to help students master their addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division facts to automatic recall, the fifth grade will begin a weekly math homework program called the Home Math Log. Each student has already created a complete set of multiplication flash cards to use at home. 

The Home Math Log is used in conjunction with our required math review called Raccoon Math. Please review a copy of the Home Math Log on the reverse. On a weekly basis, your child will be required to review mathematic facts such as adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing, or as directed by the math teacher, up to 20 minutes (4 minutes over the weekend and for each night Monday through Thursday)
Your child will practice the required mathematical skills, using their flash cards, and indicate the amount of minutes practiced on their Home Math Log. Your child will then write 1-2 sentences, using proper grammar, punctuation, and capitalization, of “Reflection and Feedback” identifying any growth, strengths, or problems with math skills your child would like the teacher to reteach, which will be verified by the parent/guardian. Your child’s grade is based on the amount of total minutes practiced, parents/guardian’s signature, and accurate completion of the math log by the end of the week.

92 - 100/A = 17-20 minutes
84 - 91/B = 13-16 minutes

75 - 83/C = 9-12 minutes

67 - 74/D = 5-8 minutes

0 - 66/F = 1-4 minutes


Please take time to review and sign your child’s Home Math Log on a daily basis to verify the minutes practiced by your child and any reflection or feedback comments your child provided using complete sentences.
