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Current Events in Science
Science is changing all the time.  In order to keep up with new discoveries, information, and technology it is important to read newspapers, magazines, and watch the news on a daily basis.  During each quarter of the school year, you will be responsible for locating an article per week, reading it, and answering a few questions regarding the article.  

Per quarter, you will be responsible for 5 articles worth a total of 50 points.  Since there are typically 10 weeks per quarter, there is plenty of opportunity to find articles relevant to science.
You may only have 1 article per week.  Your report must follow the following format:

· May relate to ANY science/medicine topic.  You will receive extra credit for articles which relate to what we are currently discussing in class.

· The article must be attached to the front of a page in your spiral notebook.  NO COPIES.

· On the back the following must be answered:

· Name of the article
· Author

· Name of publication (i.e. Newsweek) and date

· 1 well written paragraph summarizing the article

· Why did you choose this article?  (Are you interested in the topic?  Did you like it?  Why or why not?  What is interesting about the article?  Etc.)

· The article must be from a written source (no TV or internet).  You may use the same source throughout the quarter, but from different weeks.  Here are some examples of sources:

· Newsweek

· Time

· Scientific American

· National Geographic

· Discovery

· Chicago Tribune

· Chicago Sun-Times

· Daily Herald 

***if you have a question about a source…just ask***

The current event articles and reports will be due a week before the end of the quarter.  I will accept them earlier if you finish earlier.  Be prepared to discuss your articles in class.  You may discuss them as a whole or pick one which really “peeked” your interest.

This assignment is intended to open your eyes to the daily changes in science.  Hopefully you will begin to search out topics that you find extremely interesting.  Remember…science is always changing and you can/are a part of it!
