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(Evaluative Approach)

Identify themes and materials and develop activities, lessons, and units that respond to learners’ needs and interests. Look at the frameworks and match up what you’re addressing with what’s in the framework. Pay attention to the standards you didn’t “hit” as well as those you did. Consider ways you could extend or strengthen your activities/lessons/units in the future, based on those “hits” and “misses.”

Start with a framework. On the basis of student input and program design, select the strands and standards in that framework around which you will build your instruction. Identify themes and materials and develop activities lessons, and units that relate to those strands and standards. 
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
