Class Guidelines

In order to achieve our goal you should expect to have no more than two hours of homework every day and work very hard in class. The exam is divided in Listening, Grammar in context, Reading Comprehension, Composition and Speaking. We will use four different books:

We will divide our learning sessions in four days:

Day 1: Articles. Students will orally expose an article found online.

Day 2: Reading and reading comprehension.

Day 3: Composition.

Day 4: Listening and speaking in language lab.

Grammar will be implicitly present in every session and I will assign it as homework.
