All eleventh and twelfth grade students are required to provide non-paid service in community agencies during the Wednesday community service block, 1-5 pm.  The opportunity to serve those in need in our community contributes not only to the community, but also to the growth of each individual who performs service.  Most colleges, universities and potential employers are looking for strong community service participation.  Volunteer work is also part of United We Serve, President Obama’s national call to service initiative, calling for Americans from all walks of life to work together to provide solutions to our most pressing national problems.   This requirement will provide the opportunity for all Marble Hill students to have a positive impact on our communities and those in need.

Goals:

· Provide a hands-on learning experience for students to develop interpersonal skills 

· To have students focus on giving their efforts and time to address community needs and learn that service is an on-going part of life

· To increase students’ awareness of their relationship with ever-widening circles of society

· To have all students participate in their community
· To direct additional human capital toward agencies involved with community needs
Requirements:

· Two hours of service per week on Wednesdays in the eleventh and twelfth grades 
· Submit forms to Advisory Teacher for each marking period (see calendar):
· Completed Marking Period Time Sheets (2 hours per week, for 30 hours per semester or 58 hours throughout two semesters)
· Agency Evaluation of Student 
· Self-assessment and Reflection 

Code of Behavior:

· Be Reliable: show up when expected unless you have called in advance with other arrangements

· Be on time: this will benefit both student and organization when engaged in volunteering

· Be flexible: it is possible that the tasks planned may have changed; go with the flow

· Be respectful: show courtesy and respect to the supervisor and clients being served

· Be professional: dress and act appropriately.
