Hebe – Goddess of Youth; daughter of Zeus and Hera; cupbearer to the gods; wife of Hercules



Iris – Goddess of the Rainbow; female messenger to the gods in the Iliad



The Three Graces: (Daughters of Zeus and Eurynome)

Their purpose: give life its bloom” 
Aglaia –  Splendor

Euphrosyne – Mirth

Thalia – Good Cheer


The Muses:  (Daughters of Zeus and Mnemosyne/Memory)

Their purpose: to bring joy and inspiration; “He is happy whom the Muses love”
Clio – Muse of history

Urania – Muse of astronomy

The Muses, ct’d
Melpomene – Muse of tragedy

Thalia – Muse of comedy

Terpsichore – Muse of dance

Calliope – Muse of epic poetry

Erato – Muse of love-poetry

Polyhymnia – Muse of songs to the gods

Euterpe – Muse of lyric poetry

The Gods of the Waters:
Ocean – Titan; Lord of the River Ocean


Tethys – Ocean’s wife

Pontus – sea god; name means “Deep Sea”; son of Mother Earth


Nereus – Old Man of the Sea; gentle sea god deep beneath the ocean


Proteus – Poseidon’s son/attendant; power of foresight and shapeshifting

Nymphs:
Nereids – Nereus’s 50 daughters, nymphs of the sea

Thetis – One of Nereus’s daughter; mother of Achilles

Amphitrite – Poseidon’s wife; one of Nereus’s daughters

Naiads – water nymphs, dwelt in springs and fountains

	
The Erinyes (Furies – page 40):
Their purpose:	 	punish evildoers
Their names:		 	Tisiphone; Megaera; Alecto
Their residence: 		the underworld

Lesser Gods of the Earth, page 41:
Pan – Chief earth/nature god; Hermes’ son; satyr; god of goatherds and shepherds; played reed pipe; name forms the word “panic”

Silenus – Pan’s son/brother; fat, drunk old man

Castor and Pollux (Polydeuces) – (description only) Popular brothers; live half on earth half on heaven; sons of Leda, protectors of sailors; powerful in battle; sometimes only Pollux is immortal; when Castor dies Pollux asks the gods to let them stay together

Sileni – part man part horse; walked on two legs; seen on vases and other artifacts

Satyrs – goat-men; home is the wild places of the earth

Dryads – nymphs of trees

Hamadryads – another name for Dryads

Aeolus – King of the Winds; lived on island Aeolia

Boreas – North Wind

Eurus – East Wind

Notus – South Wind

Zephyr – West Wind

Centaurs – Half man half horse; savage beasts

Chiron – only centaur known for his goodness

Gorgons – three in number; two are immortal; one, Medusa, is not; dragon-like with wings; can turn people to stone

Graiae – three sisters; had one eye they had to share; lived on the far bank of Ocean

Sirens – lived on an island in the sea; had enchanting voices that that lured sailor to their death

The Fates (p. 44):
Their purpose: “gave to men at birth good and evil to have”
Clotho – the Spinner; spins the thread of life

Lachesis – the Dispensor of Lots; assigned each man his destiny

Atropos – cut the thread at death; “she who could not be turned”
