Classroom Participation:


In Social Studies class, this means the willingness to speak out during classroom discussions. Sure, that can be intimidating, speaking out in front of other students; and there is no guarantee of success. Neither is there a guarantee that you will feel completely comfortable every time you volunteer to speak up.  However, the students in Social Studies class are very aware of the importance of promoting a safe, respectful environment. What matters is you pay attention, you do not distract someone who is paying attention, and you contribute to the discussion. 

H.O.T. Homework Preparation:


This is often determined by organization of thoughts and evidence of pride in your work.


Here is something to consider about H.O.T. homework preparation:

1. The amount of research you do on a topic. You do the research because you have thought about the topic and have come up with some theory or theories about the topic situation

· Combine that document with the one titled Think Like an Historian (2 pages)

Exam Preparation:
The way in which you prepare for quizzes/exams/tests: Do the Fact Check assignments. Come to extra sessions scheduled by the teacher; ask specific questions; study over time rather than once. Talk about the information with friends, that always helps you to remember things, and it can help you be sure you have an accurate interpretation of things.
