· Writing Skills

For example, a five to seven paragraph essay, based on Essential Questions, involving the students coming up with a thesis, developing their theories,                and backing them up with reputable sources

· Reading Comprehension Skills

Academic texts, historians’ words, and primary source documents:                                     the students’ goal is to be able to interpret the language for fact finding, and to consider what the writer expects the reader to understand

· Analyzing Actions and Ideas

Analyses of the written word: what is written between the lines, and what significance and the purpose we can glean from the written word.
Development of personal writing skills: explaining a thought process.
Along with those two components, work on the skill of looking at actions and ideas of historic people, and analyzing the value, and the effect on our world.

· Participating in Class

There are several ways to evaluate class participation. Both quantity of participation and quality of participation are taken into account.

&

· Memorizing Facts

There needs to be accountability for students, to recognize events, along with the faces and names of people in history; factually and accurately.

· Organizing School Material

This is one of those every day chores that we need to help the students develop,        giving them useful tips, and assigning them tasks that will be part of an assessment      (ex. Check Sheets filled in, lists printed out, self-evaluation forms written thoughtfully…)

· Vocabulary Words – Social Studies Based

A list of words specifically designed for the Social Studies year. The focus is… 

1. Memorizing the word and its meaning

2. Understanding a concept = find the meaning in statements that don’t include the word

· Evaluating Situations
Students need to practice how to evaluate and compare history to contemporary,          and personal, situations
