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	We are delighted to be able to share this 5th grade year with you!  We can look forward to many exciting and rewarding experiences as the year progresses.  Fifth grade is a time for added responsibilities, independence, and challenges.  There will be many opportunities to grow this year, and the following contract will lay the foundation.  Please read this together with your child, discuss it, print and sign the detachable form and return it to your homeroom teacher.  Your contract should be kept in a safe place as a reminder to you regarding your responsibilities for this year.

	CLASS RULE:  Know what these words mean and behave accordingly….
		RESPECT		RESPONSIBILITY		RESTRAINT
	These words apply in our classroom and wherever we go outside of it.  They are the 3Rs of a well-mannered citizen.

	BOOKS:  Keep covers on books at all times.  Consumable books should be covered with clear contact paper to prolong their lives.

	MAKE-UP WORK:  Making up work after an absence is the student’s responsibility and is to be completed within a reasonable time.  When you are absent, we will fill out an “absent sheet” with your assignments automatically and send it with your appropriate books, notebooks, etc. to the office for pickup by a parent or other authorized person at the end of the day.  Certainly, as much work as can be done at home during the absence is acceptable.  Upon your return to school, we are asking that all make-up tests be taken either at 7:30 before school starts or after school, whichever is more convenient for you.

	ASSIGNMENTS:  Each student is expected to use the assignment notebook provided by the school to keep track of daily homework assignments and long-term projects.  A section of the blackboard in each 5th grade classroom is reserved as a homework board.  The purpose of that board is to act as a REMINDER for students and help them double-check their assignments at the end of the day.  Ultimately it is YOUR responsibility for writing down assignments throughout the day as they are given to you.

	For math, please use pencil only.  Please use blue or black erasable ink only for published copies.

	HANDWRITING:  All reports and written projects are to be turned in either in your BEST CURSIVE handwriting using black or blue erasable ink, typed, or word processed on the computer.  Anything typed or word-processed must be completed by the student without parental assistance.  Classroom work should be written in cursive, be legible and done as neatly as possible.

PARENTAL REVIEW:  All graded work should be reviewed by parents and students when the Thursday Folder is sent home each week.  Test papers below a 77%   (C-) must be signed by a parent and returned. This is a good time to talk about what was accomplished and what may need to be done for future work.  It is as important for you to know about the GREAT grades, as it is to know about the not-so-great ones!!!  Remember…POSITIVE support usually gets positive results.

READING ASSIGNMENTS:  Reading assignments are every bit as important and are due on time just like any written assignment.  In order to be prepared, to understand what is being discussed, and to review well, a student must be familiar with the material.








CORRECTIONS:  Red ink only will be used for making corrections in class.  Markers are unacceptable.  

	LABELING:  All work should have the student’s first and last name, number, and date.

	NOTEBOOKS:  Students will be responsible for maintaining one notebook for each subject.  The various uses and expectations will be explained in class.

	SUPPLIES:  Please make sure you have loose-leaf paper, pens and pencils, books, notebooks, and other appropriate supplies when you come to school each day and for each class.  These are our school TOOLS and you cannot work properly without them.

 ASSIGNMENTS:  Complete assignments handed in on time will receive full credit. Complete assignments handed in the next day will receive half credit. Work not turned in complete will receive no credit.

  HOME ASSIGNMENTS:  Home assignments are credit work. Full credit of 2 points is given for home assignments turned in on time. Assignments turned in 1 day late receive 1 point. Assignments not completed will receive the grade of zero. At the end of the quarter, all points will be added up based on total possible points.


TO ENSURE A POSITIVE YEAR, PLEASE REMEMBER:

1. Establish home assignments as a TOP priority each day.
2. Make sure that home assignments are done in a quiet, calm environment without distractions such as music or TV.  Don’t wait until you are TOO tired to begin your home assignments!
3. Parents, please provide SUPPORT when assignments and studying are being completed. Home assignments should be 100% student work.
4. There are very few times when there are NO home assignments.  Work can always be done on book reports, reviewing for upcoming tests, organizing notebooks, etc.  Usually there are no assignments over holidays, but there can be exceptions - reading assignments, long-term projects, tests the following week, changes in schedule, etc.
5. We need to hear from you EARLY if there are any problems.  Please send a note in with your child or an email if you desire an appointment.

We look forward to working with you all for a full and productive year.  Thanks for being such supportive parents and such a wonderful kid!!!  Please remember that these guidelines are for both 5th grade classrooms in order to provide a consistent learning environment for your child.
